Introduction

The objective of this intensive 1.5 day seminar is to address following questions through presentations and group discussions:

· What is the EGTC?

· For whom is it? For what purpose can it be used?

· How does it work? How to use it?

· Which modifications to the legal framework can be expected to take place?

The seminar is open to public institutions, mainly those involved in European Territorial Cooperation programmes or projects, as well as other interested stakeholders. It is not a networking meeting for existing EGTCs but it combines learning aspects from Slovene practices and exchange between “newcomers foreseen by projects” and “experienced” stakeholders.

EGTC practitioners and experts will share their experiences with the audience and engage discussion on practical aspects of the EGTC.
